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Visiting Club History:

RAYNERS LANE CLUB HISTORY

Rayners Lane FC was originally founded in Harrow, Middlesex, in
1933 & spent their formative years playing in local football. By the
early 1960’s they had joined the Spartan League, a tenth spot finish
in 1966-67 their highest placing. In 1978-79 they had joined the
Hellenic League & they were crowned Division 1 champions on goal
difference in 1982-83, earning promotion to the Hellenic Premier
Division where they stayed for eleven seasons before lack of
floodlights saw the club returned to Division 1. Two seasons in
Hellenic Division 1 were followed by two seasons in the Middlesex
League before they joined the Chiltonian League Premier Division in
1998-99.

The Chiltonian & Hellenic Leagues merged in 2000-01 & Rayners
Lane found themselves in Division 1 East which they won in 2012-13.
However, they were denied promotion due to ground grading issues
& stayed in Division 1 until the 2017-18 season when they moved to
the Spartan South Midlands Division 1. That summer work began on
installing a 3G playing surface along with a new club house & the
Tithe Farm Sports & Social Club was eventually opened in October
2019. A year later long time club stalwart Tony Pratt was recognized
by the FA with the “Volunteer Of The Year Award” for over 50 years
of service, a fine achievement for both the club & Tony.

The club remained in the Spartan South Midlands League until the
2021-22 campaign when restructuring by the FA saw them moved




over to the Combined Counties League Division 1. A fourth place
finish saw them reach the Play-Offs where they lost in the semi-final
to eventual winners Wallingford Town. The following season saw
them again finish fourth which resulted in another Play-Off spot
where this time they overcame London Samurai Rovers in the semi-
final & then Langley in the final to earn promotion. They also beat
British Airways FC to win the Middlesex Premier Cup to chalk up a
first ever League & Cup double.

2023-24 saw Rayners Lane under the stewardship of Gary Meakin &
Wes Daly, they won promotion from CCL Premier North via the Play-
Offs & also became the first Step 5 side to win the Middlesex Senior
County Cup with a memorable victory over Hayes & Yeading United.

The 2024-25 season saw the Lane competing at Step 4 for the first
time in their history. After a mixed start to the season and some
internal disagreements Gary Meakin was relieved of his duties and
Justin Gardiner was brought in as Head Coach alongside Josh
Bostock. They steadied the ship but results never really improved so
Justin was replaced just after Christmas by Mark Dacey who became
joint manager with Josh Bostock. This along with changes in player
personnel saw a vast improvement in results and they eventually
finished a creditable 11th place. They also became the first club in
the modern era to win the Middlesex Senior County Cup back to back
after beating step 3 Hanwell Town 2-0 in the final.

The 2025-26 season sees the FA move the club sideways from the
Isthmian League to the Southern League Division One Central. Scott
Patmore has been reappointed First Team Manager after his double
winning season of 2022-23, and everyone at the club is looking
forward to visiting new clubs, grounds & meeting everyone involved
with these clubs.

Hertford were awarded another free kick in a dangerous
position in the 60th minute, and again 1t proved costly for
Leverstock as Ben Herd curled a shot over the wall which
Harry Way got a hand to but couldn’t keep out, putting the
home side back in front a 2-1.

Carruthers went close again for Leverstock in the 69th minute
with a long-range shot that went just wide. Three minutes later
there was a controversial moment as Leverstock looked to
have a clear shout for a penalty as Iker Noguera Leon was
brought down in the box, but the referee gave nothing.

In the 82nd minute Carruthers pulled back a dangerous ball in
the box, but both Sekyere and Leon had their shots blocked.
Two minutes later a cross from Leon found Jack Allen at the
far post, but he couldn’t get his effort on target, and Carruthers
had another effort which went over the bar 1n the 86th minute
as Leverstock looked to be finishing the game strongly.

However, in the 90th minute the game was put out of their
reach as Billy Mardell-Smith struck a shot from distance into
the top corner of the net for a third Hertford goal. In the
aftermath of the goal, Boxer was shown a second yellow card
for words said. Leverstock’s ten men continued to push over a
long period of stoppage time, with Sekyere hitting the bar with
a shot, but it was not to be their night.

A series of corners and long throws ensued, and in the
7th minute of stoppage time, in the scramble following
another Dan Casey long throw, the ball dropped for Callum
Neal a yard out, but his shot came back off the bar when it
looked easier to score.

Theo Ofori’s header went in off the post to put Ware into a 1-0 lead.

Leverstock almost equalised within a minute, as McCarthy got to the bye-
line and pulled the ball back for Jeffrey Sekyere, whose shot from close
range was straight at Nightingale’s legs. However, they didn’t have to
wait much longer for the equaliser. In the 26th minute a flick on from
McCarthy found Sekyere in the box, and Sekyere showed some neat
footwork before planting a chip over Nightingale that went in at the far
post to level the scores at 1-1.

Harry Way did well to turn away a long-range Ware shot in the 32nd
minute, and two minutes before the break a pass from Dan Pett put lker
Noguera Leon in on goal, but Nightingale blocked his shot.

The scores were level after a competitive first half, but Leverstock were
caught cold in the opening minute of the second half. A free kick from
midway inside their half was floated to the far post, where big defender
Joshua Okotcha found space to send a bullet header past Way for a 2-1
Ware lead.




Again Leverstock responded well to going behind. In the 51st minute a
cross from Sekyere found McCarthy, who met it with a header that hit the
bar and went over. Radu-Mihai Stefanoaica came off the bench in the
64th minute to add to Leverstock’s attacking threat, and five minutes
later he went close with a backheeled effort from Sekyere’s cross that
was saved.

In the 77th minute Sekyere sent the ball out wide to Stefanoaica, who
delivered a cross that found McCarthy in front of goal but again
Nightingale pulled off a great save to keep his shot out. In the 89th
minute a cross from McCarthy found Stefanoaica with a looping header
that went just over the bar. Leverstock kept pushing until the end for an
equaliser, but it would not come.

With no keeper on the bench, Beresford, a summer signing from Clevedon,
took the gloves and did enough to earn Bridgwater a 3-2 win.

Front man Beresford then left United to re-join Clevedon in September and

returned to the day job, adding two goals in ten games to his previous
Clevedon tally of 46 in 85.

But the striker was soon back in unfamiliar(ish) territory a week recently
when the Western League leaders took on Wellington.

Goalkeeper Jacob Glover was forced to leave the field after only 18 minutes
of his Seasiders debut when he injured his shoulder trying to prevent
Wellington scoring.

Beresford took the gloves and pulled off a string of fine saves to keep the
visitors at bay earning him man of the match honours.

Beresford’s heroics went on to help secure the Seasiders a 3-1 win, but
managers Nic Steadman and Jamie Smith will be banking on him to score
the goals, rather than keep them out!
